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RECEIVING YOUR NEW DEBEARDER

Congratulations on your recent purchase of a Hoffman Batch Type Debearder.  Please thoroughly examine the shipping crate for any punctures, dents or signs of rough handling.  It is in your best interest to partially remove or open the shipping container in order to examine the unit for concealed damages that may have occurred during shipment.  If the unit is damaged, it must be noted on the delivering carrier’s delivery slip or bill of lading.

GENERAL INFORMATION AND IMPORTANT OPERATING FACTS

This manual has been compiled to aid in the installation, operation and maintenance of your new equipment.  Please take the time to read all of the material in order to become more familiar with your equipment and its operation and to enjoy optimum performance.

UNPACKING YOUR NEW UNIT

The shipping container should remain on your unit as protection against dents or scratches while transporting it to the actual set-up location.  Remove the shipping container only at the last possible moment by following these simple steps:

1.  Using a Phillips screwdriver remove the screws on the top of the crate.

2.  Lift off the top and carefully remove the sides.

3. Remove any packaging material and straps holding the unit down.

4. Carefully lift the unit out of the container bottom.

DO NOT LAY YOUR NEW UNIT ON ITS SIDES OR TOP.

INSTALLATION AND LOCATION
The final location site of your new unit must be on a flat level surface.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

To insure proper operation, your new unit must be connected to an individual circuit that can supply the full voltage as stated on the serial data plate.  For correct voltage, power draw, and wire accommodations, check the data on the serial data plate located on the unit.  Verify that this information exactly matches the electrical characteristics at the installation location.  All 208-230V models are provided with four (4) field wiring leads which must be permanently connected to the appropriate electrical plug.  This wiring should be connected to the appropriate power source by a qualified electrician and must conform to all local electrical codes.

OPERATION

For safety, remove the electrical plug from the power source before proceeding.

Remove the end cap by loosening the two setscrews on either side of the end cap.  The black handle locks and unlocks the unit for pitch adjustment.  Turning the handle counterclockwise loosens the unit for pitch adjustment and alternately turning the handle clockwise tightens to hold the pitch of the unit in place. 

Trials may be needed to set the pitch for the ideal debearding of material.  The pitch of the unit can determine the amount of threshing.  The pitch adjusts how fast gravity feeds the material to the removal point.  The greater the pitch, the less threshing will be achieved before the product reaches the end cap for removal.  The lesser the pitch, the longer the material spends in the debearder before reaching the removal point.

To begin pitch the unit back and load the debearder cylinder with material.  Replace the end cap and set the unit to the desired pitch and tighten the black handle.  Plug the unit in and flip the switch located on the side to turn the unit on and off.  

After the material is debearded to your satisfaction, remove the end cap.  The unit can be pitched forward to help collect the product.   

CLEANING YOUR UNIT

With the power switch in the off position, remove electrical plug from power source.  Loosen the setscrews located on either side of the clear acrylic end cap.  With the end cap removed you may use low pressure air to blow out the inside of the unit to remove any unwanted debris.  Reassemble the unit and it is ready for the next use.

This warranty covers only normal consumer use.  Hoffman Manufacturing, Inc. is not responsible for warranty service performed without prior consent of Hoffman Manufacturing, Inc.
